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Administration of IRC in the Philippines

Seahorse Rating Ltd and Philippine Sailing Association agrees that the Philippine Sailing Association shall be the sole authority for the issue of IRC certificates in the Philippines. The Philippine Sailing Association will participate in the governance of IRC in accordance with the IRC Constitution and IRC Rules.
The rating and revalidation process is as follows:

1.
New Applications

1.1
The Philippine Sailing Association will distribute IRC Yearbooks to boat owners applying for the first time for an IRC certificate through The Philippine Sailing Association.

1.2
Owners will complete the EXCEL version IRC application form available from the  Philippine Sailing Association website (www.philsailing.com) and return the completed form to The Philippine Sailing Association together with payment. 

1.3   The Philippine Sailing Association will carry out a primary check of the data submitted by the owner for completeness and obvious errors.

1.4
The Philippine Sailing Association will E-Mail the completed EXCEL file in EXCEL format to the RORC Rating Office.

1.5
The RORC Rating Office will generate the IRC rating certificate which will be sent to The Philippine Sailing Association as a certificate print file in PDF format by E-Mail.

1.6
The Philippine Sailing Association will keep a copy certificate for its records, and will forward the original to the owner.

2.
Annual Revalidations

2.1
The RORC Rating Office will at the beginning of each year supply to The Philippine Sailing Association a complete address listing for all Philippine registered boats eligible to revalidate together with a revalidation form including any additional information that is required from owners.

2.2
The Philippine Sailing Association will circulate the revalidation form and IRC Yearbook to each eligible boat owner inviting him/her to revalidate his/her certificate.

2.3
Owners will return their completed revalidation forms and payment to The Philippine Sailing Association who will advise the RORC Rating Office by E-Mail.

2.4
The RORC Rating Office will generate and forward certificate print files for distribution by The Philippine Sailing Association in the same manner as for new applications.

3.
Amended and Trial Certificates, Re-Registration

3.1
Owners wishing to either run a trial certificate to explore the effect of a proposed change to their boat, or an amended certificate following a change will apply and pay through The Philippine Sailing Association who will advise the RORC Rating Office by E-Mail.

3.2
Owners wishing to re-register in their name a boat holding a current valid IRC certificate will apply and pay through The Philippine Sailing Association who will advise the RORC Rating Office by E-Mail.

3.3
Trial, amended, and re-registered certificates will be returned through The Philippine Sailing Association as above.

4.
IRC Queries

The Philippine Sailing Association will forward queries which it is unable to immediately answer to the RORC Rating Office who will copy The Philippine Sailing Association with its replies.
